CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 
1. The event is run in accordance with EFA regulations; 
2. Entry will not be accepted if insufficient money is enclosed and form is not signed.  The nomination form will be returned to 

you as per recommendation of EFAQ 
3. You are required to provide a completed waybill with your nomination form, or provide this to gear check prior to riding your 

first test; 
4. Scratchings will be accepted up to 9am of the day after the entries close. Refund of entry fees (less 50% administration 

costs) after that time will not be made without a vet certificate or a Doctors certificate; 
5. Riders who are under the age of 18, must be under the direct supervision of their parent/ guardian at all times; 
6. Classes may be restricted to 35 riders and RASDEG members will be given preference; 
7. Maximum of three horses per rider and a maximum of three classes per horse over two consecutive levels; 
8. It is the competitors’ responsibility to present to gear check before each test. 
9. Callers are permitted however competitors must make their own arrangements; RASDEG officials are not responsible for the 

organisation of callers. 
10. If less than 10 competitors in a class, prize money will be adjusted accordingly; 
11. Entry fee is deemed to be $15 per class with regards to calculation of prize money. 
12. Dogs are NOT allowed on the grounds; 
13. If the event of cancellation RASDEG will retain 30% of all entry fees to cover administration costs; 
14. It is the competitors’ responsibility to ensure their equipment meets EFA & safety regulations.  If a competitor’s conduct or 

equipment in anyway compromises the safety of others, entry will be refused. 
15. Protests to be lodged with the appeal committee in writing and accompanied by $100, no later than ½ hour after the incident 

that gave rise to the protest; and 
16. The organising Committee reserves he right to alter this program.

activities regarding the premises or EVENT(S) and each of them, their directors, officers, agents and employees, all for the 
purposes as herein referred to as "Releasees", FROM ALL LIABILITY, TO THE UNDERSIGNED, his/her personal 
representatives, assigns, heirs, and next of kin FOR ANY AND ALL LOSS OR DAMAGE, AND ANY CLAIM OR DEMANDS 
THEREFORE ON ACCOUNT OF INJURY TO THE PERSON OR PROPERTY OR RESULTING IN DEATH OF THE
