UPDATE ON GROUNDS SURFACE
WORK

As already announced, RASDEG successfully applied for a
grant of $1500 from the EFA for grounds surface upgrade
work. A condition of that grant is that RASDEG also contribute
$1500.

To date the whole area in front of the club house has been
aerated. By the time this newsletter is published this area will
also be top-dressed with an organic fertilizer preparation. This
is a sawdust/chicken manure mixture, the same as used by turf
farms. This will add much needed organic matter and add a
little bounce or softness to the surface.

Approximately one month after this has been applied; the area
between light pole & club house will be lightly top dressed with
competition grade surface sand. The aim is to still maintain a
grass surface but to improve the quality of the surface.

Unfortunately to do an optimum job would cost about $15,000.
Given that WPC is only a short term location for RASDEG it
would be financially irresponsible for the club to commit large
sums to this work. From our limited funds available, ($3000
from RASDEG and $500 from WPC), we have come up with
the above solution which should still improve the surface
without breaking the bank!

BRING ON 2008!
COMMITTEE NOMINATIONS

Due to the Equine Influenza (EI) outbreak, the second half of
2007 was seriously lacking in impulsion as far as our comps
and club activities were concerned. However the Queensland
Performance and Pleasure Horse Industry (QPPHI) is planning
for and working toward competitions resuming again in
March/April 2008. Redlands is likely to be one of the first
areas to have movement restrictions relaxed and be able to
hold competitions as we are an El free zone within the Red
Zone.

The QPPHI is the group charged with managing the El crisis
for all horse sports other than racing.

We need to start planning now for 2008 so we can get off to a
flying start as soon as we are allowed to move.

Who will lead us in 20087 Our AGM is traditionally held at our
first competition of the year - normally in February. At our
November General Meeting we decided to still hold our AGM
at our first comp in 2008, but this is likely to be later than
February. Plenty of notice will be given prior to the meeting.

We can view AGMs as a boring necessity, or we can use it as
an opportunity to show how much we value our sport and the
opportunities for equestrian activities our club provides for us
and to ensure that our club continues to provide us with
opportunities to participate in our sport. Our Club is only as
good as we, the volunteers, make it. Every single RASDEG
member is a volunteer; however we need sufficient
enthusiastic people to fill some of the more visible official
positions (details below).

To borrow some words from the great John F Kennedy:

Ask not what your club can do for you, but what you can
do for your club.

The Management Committee and others filling the Ancillary
Positions have done a wonderful job. Many have filled these
positions for a number of years. But new blood and fresh ideas
and approaches are always needed to keep a club vital.

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MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE - Elected Positions

President

Co-ordinates the club. Chairs monthly meetings. A ‘big picture’ person. Has vision and plans for the
future. Liaison within and outside the club.

Vice President

A back up and support to the President. Preferably a president in training.

Secretary Takes care of club correspondence. Needs organisational skills, attention to detail and computer
experience (word, excel packages). Access to a computer and email required.
Treasurer A head for figures and basic bookkeeping skills. Keeps RASDEG in line from a financial

accountability perspective. Prepares monthly Profit and loss statements.

ANCILLARY POSITIONS - Volunteer Positions  (The main qualification needed for all these positions is enthusiasm)

Secretary Assistant

A back up to the Secretary. Some basic computer skills needed.

Newsletter Editor

Somebody with the skill to put together a newsletter similar to our current newsletter.

Competition Co-ordinators

One person, or a team of two or three people, are needed to run one of the ten competitions in our
2008 calendar.

This approach shares the responsibility amongst club members and gives you the opportunity to
coordinate and run a day of your choice and include additional classes if you wish e.g. Freestyle
dressage classes, jumping classes. You are still able to ride at an event you co-ordinate.

Please don't feel daunted about coordinating a day. There are written procedures and checklists
available that give you all the information you need to organise the day. Experienced members are
always available to answer your questions and to provide assistance when required.

Membership Coordinator

Receive and process memberships. The bulk of the work is in the February — April period

Gold Club Coordinator

Update the list of Gold Club members following each competition.

Sponsorship Coordinator

Keep track of sponsors to ensure sponsors are allocated to an event and receive follow up
communication (receipts, advertising, acknowledgement etc). Ideally this person would also have
the skills and/or confidence to also approach prospective sponsors.

Clinic Co-ordinator

Arrange training schools, clinics etc either with trainers of your choice or from member suggestions.

Training Day Coordinator

Choose dates for training days. Attend training days as the host, or arrange for somebody else to
host in your absence.

Web site Manager

Manage our web site.

Judges' Coordinator

Organise judges for each competition (preferably at the beginning of the year).

Video Library

Lyn Upton

Grant Applications

Fill out grant applications including obtaining all supporting documentation. We apply for 3 or 4
grants per year.

Library Book Administrator

Take charge of the club library books. Bring them to meetings and competitions and track lenders.

Club Statistician

Update member scores following each competition. Tally scores at end of year for trophy eligibility.
Access to computer and experience using excel is required.

BOOK REVIEWS

I recently read this bookm, it was
fascinating and a great read. Col.
Alois Podhajsky writes about the
horses in his life including
thoroughbreds that he trained to
Grand Prix. Podhajsky is very
intelligent man with a wonderful
affinity and love of horses. A brilliant
rider and trainer with exceptional
feel, experience and knowledge.
Director of the Spanish Riding
School before and after WWII he
had a classical approach to
dressage training and trained many
Lipizzaners during his 26 years at
the school. This book rates 5 stars.

This is the most technical book that
Belasik has published to date. The
pictures are particularly useful; the best
of them bravely show the master in the
"bad" moments; for instance hanging on
the inside rein. His descriptions of the
logical progression of training will help
any rider to comprehend their progress
with a young horse, or their relationship
with a schooled horse. This is a
comprehensive book that details the
basic training principles through to the higher level movements and
in-hand work plus addresses a range of potential problems.
Belasik has extensive riding/training experience and knowledge
gained in USA, Japan and Europe and has his basis in the
classical approach. This is a valuable book that is a must for the
library of any serious dressage rider and trainer.
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EQUINE INFLUENZA QUESTIONS
ANSWERED BY ADELE GODSALL

The following questions were emailed to Adele Godsall, a
representative to the Queensland Performance and Pleasure
Horse Industry (QPPHI) to provide members with current
information of the status of horse movements and other
Equine Influenza (El) related information. Adele’s response
follows the questions and | would like to thank Adele for her
prompt and comprehensive response;

What is the long term plan/strategy?

Will all horses in the red zone, which have not contracted
El, be vaccinated?

What happens when the 26,000 vaccinations allocated to
the performance and pleasure industry are all used? Will
there be additional vaccinations made available to
vaccinate these horses?

Are all horses in the green zone going to be vaccinated? If
not will competition horses be vaccinated?

Will horses that have been vaccinated, or contracted and
recovered from EI be allowed to move within the red
and/or green zone and others not? And if yes how will this
be managed

Does the DPI have any indicative date of when we will be
able to move? There was a proposed date of 10
December.

If vaccinated or resolved race horses are able to move
freely will vaccinated or recovered performance and
pleasure horses also be able to move?

Does the movement of race horses between the green
and red zones increase the risk of spreading EI, how does
this impact the eradication strategy and under what basis
is the decision being made to allow race horses
movement between the zones when all other equines are
unable to move (even if vaccinated), especially in the red
zone?

Adele’s response
Thank you for your Email.

| will answer your questions to the best of my ability. Please
keep your ears to the ground as there will be exciting news
about changes to the zone very shortly.

The Long Term plan is the same as it has always been and
that is total eradication of El in Australia. The strategies used
to accomplish this are standstill and vaccinations. | am sure
that you will have seen the maps produced by the Department
of Primary Industries and Fisheries (DPI&F) that have
segregated the state into two zone; red and green. Vaccination
Buffer Zones have been used to help keep the virus within the
red zone and not spread to the green zone. Unfortunately the
Red Zone contained with these Vaccination Buffer Zones is the
most populated area of Queensland - The south east corner.
Very shortly the outer Red Zone will revert to green, the area
between the inner and outer buffer zones will go to amber and
we will remain red for a short time more. Within the Amber
zone investigations will take place to ensure that the virus is
eradicated from that zone before it reverts to green and
attention is placed on the red zone.

Vaccination was originally to be used strategically on buffer
zones and on large horse populations. That is why racing
precincts, breeding and training facilities where targeted as
strategic places for vaccination. It was then identified that
horse movement may be fast tracked for horses that where
vaccinated. With the long term plan still being total eradication,
Vaccinations where released for horses that met specific
criteria. One criteria being location and proximity to Infected
Properties. Not all horses in the Red zone will be vaccinated
as it is still very much the horse owners’ decision to
vaccination or not.

Horses vaccinated within the buffer zone where done so, |
believe, under legislation because this was needed to form a
barrier to keep the virus under control. However when you look
at the buffer zone realise that the majority of horses contained
within the buffers are also pleasure and performance horses
as there are not many breeding or training facilities contained
within these zones. The 26 000 vaccinations are to be used
solely for performance and pleasure horses within the Red
Zone and to date only 11 778 vaccine have been despatched
to this category of horses. Please also be assured that it is
Vaccine for 26 000 horses, which means 26 000 x 2
vaccinations and not 26 000 divided by 2 vaccination equally
13000 horses. Unfortunately we (the Pleasure and
Performance Horse Industry) were not as well organised as
the racing industry and a calculated guess was used to
estimate the number of pleasure and performance horses that
would require vaccination. It is still thought that 26 000 will be
ample to vaccinate all that apply.

Horses within the green zone will not be vaccinated in the
current vaccination plan. However there is a submission being
delivered to the National Management Group to secure some
vaccine for horses within the Green Zone that wish to compete
in the Red Zone. Please keep in mind that this is only a
submission at present, and if eradication is completed on
schedule by June, horses will be able to compete statewide.

Simon Goddard is at present formulating policies that will be
used by event organisers when events start happening next
year. As | understand the thinking at present, Microchips will
be used to contain information relating to a horses immuno
status. This information will be used by event organiser to have
some confidence that only horses which are immune to El by
either natural infection or vaccination are participating in their
event. | believe that it will be up to the event organiser or the
peak body of the organising committee to decide what immuno
status of horses will be allowed to compete. From a DPI&F
point a view, it is more important to identify the source and
destination location of the horse movement than the immuno
status of the individual horse.

As you will soon be very aware, changes are being made to
the zones, and relaxations to movement within the red zone is
being assessed again the risk of spreading the disease.

While it appears to all that the race horses have free
movement that is far from the truth. Race horses have to apply
for permits from the DPI&F before they are able to move. And
believe me that Queensland Racing Limited and Queensland
Harness Racing Board have very strict criteria for that
movement and any breach results in disqualification from
racing for up to 6 months. If only the QPPHI had the same
heavy hand over its members, then movement would be more
free for us as well. Any Racehorse that travels into the Green
Zone must undergo quarantine on the other side of the buffer
zone before it is breached. The quarantine period is sufficient
in its length to establish that the horse is free from El before it
travels back into the Red Zone.

While race horses don't have to apply for a permit for each
movement, they do have to apply for a permit when their
destination location changes. Their permits range from 5 days
to 30 days but only from their registered stables to their
designated track. They need a different permit for track work
and racing, they can't get one to move off an Infected Property.
Most Race Horses had their second vaccination at least two
weeks ago, or have already resolved their properties. They
have a big list of criteria that they most abide by, before they
will be considered for a permit.

If we could get our side of the industry as united as the Racing
Industry is, we to would be in a better situation.

There are changes in progress for us, presently, and by the
time our season starts in 2008, there will be even more
changes.

Please advise all your members to apply for vaccinations as
soon as possible, if they haven't already done so. If anybody
knows where there is an Infected Property, please encourage
the property owner to apply for their resolved status. Please
support our Industry by encouraging spending in Saddlery
stores. Please petition both myself and the Equestrian
Federation Queensland with any issues that you have.

Sonja, | hope this has answered your questions. Please feel
free to ask as many questions as you like, if | don't know the
answers, | am only to happy to consult others who may.

Clarification was sought regarding Intra and across Districts in
relation to the red zone movements for 2008. Adele advised
when Simon Goddard talks about Intra District, he is referring
to small club competitions where the participants come from
the surrounding area. A permit will still be required for the
horses to move, the event organiser will have to apply for the
event, as well as keeping a copy of the waybills and permits
from the participants. So for your club, you would get the event
approved and your members would apply for permits to move
their horses to the event.

Across District can be compared to when your members go to
PRARG for a competition. PRARG would get the event
approved and call for nominations well ahead of the event.
With the application for the event, she would likely have to list
the competitors and the areas they come from. Once the event
has preliminary approved, competitors would then apply for
permits to move to the competition. If an outbreak occurs in the
area in between the preliminary approval being given and the
event taking place, or the competitors nominating and the
event taking place, the event or the competitors may not be
able to proceed.

The terms Intra District and Across District are terms that
Simon is working on DPI&F only deal with one red zone and it
depends where the infection is within that zone as to whether
events or movements will happen.

The status of the horse (resolved or vaccinated) and the status
of the source and destination property still play an important
role in the movement of horses, and thereby their ability to
compete.

There will be more changes happening that deal with moving
horses in the red zone. Please keep an eye out for them.

2008 CALENDAR

Only horses that have been vaccinated or DPI&F certified as
'resolved’ (natural immunity from contracting EI) and micro-
chipped will be allowed to compete. So, if you have not yet
applied for vaccination you should do so as soon as possible.

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EQUINE INFLUENZA UPDATE

As you maybe aware, DPI&F released changes to the zoning
within south-east Queensland from 7 December. The changes
are summarised below.

From Friday December 7, there will be three equine
influenza (EIl) zones in Queensland — Red, Amber and
Green (refer map below).

The new zones will mean DPI&F are able to change some
movement restrictions to reduce the impact on horse
owners, but still limit the risk of the disease spreading.

From Friday 7 December, some areas currently in the
existing Red Zone, including Texas and Dalby, will be
reclassified as a new ‘Amber Zone’ while other areas,
including Goondiwindi, Nanango and Gympie, will be
reclassified as Green Zone.

These important new developments have been made
possible through the ongoing vigilance of Queenslanders
and that has allowed DI&F to move closer to El
eradication every day.

Horses in the new Amber Zone will be able to be ridden
and walked freely within the zone and all that is required
to move horses by vehicle will be a waybill. These
changes bring the amber zone into line with the current
the Green Zone movement conditions.

A permit will still be required to move horse into and out of
the Amber Zone and there are restrictions on the holding
of events in the Amber zone. All horse events in the
Amber Zone will require the approval of the Chief
Inspector of Stock before they can proceed.

In the new Red Zone, some additional low risk
movements may now be permitted under strict conditions.
A permit is still required to move horses in the Red Zone.

There are no changes to movement requirements for
horses in the Green Zone. A permit is still required to
move horses into or out of the Green Zone.

The DPI&F website will be updated with all the information
on the new zones and the associated movement
conditions prior to Friday. All horse owners are
encouraged to get informed and visit the DPI&F website to
find out what the new changes will mean to them.

The DPI&F has proposed future zone changes in early to mid
2008 as detailed in the following maps on this page.
